Did you know the De-
Soto Parish Library has 
an exciting new resource 
for students? HomeworkLouisiana 
connects Louisiana K-12 students, 
adults preparing for the GED and 
college students to a live tutor online 
for one on one help with homework. 
It also offers studying and test prepa-
ration in all core academic subjects 
including math, science, social studies 
and English. HomeworkLouisiana is 
powered by Tutor.com, the leading 
online tutoring and homework help 
service. The DeSoto Parish Library, 
through the State Library of Louisi-
ana, is providing the free service, 
which can be accessed from within 
the library or from a studentõs home 
computer. Students who have trouble 
with a homework problem or concept 
can call on the professional tutors 

Free Online Homework Help 
from Tutor.com for help. 
Every tutor is a highly 
qualified expert who has 

completed a thorough background 
check. Tutors are certified teachers, 
graduate school students, university 
students and professionals in their 
fields.  Upon accessing HomeworkLouisi-
ana, the student is connected to a tutor 
anonymously in a secure online class-
room where they use text-chat, an 
interactive whiteboard and secure web 
sharing to communicate with their 
tutor. Once the session is completed, 
the student may print or email their 
session to themselves for later review. 
The professional tutoring portion of 
HomeworkLouisiana is available Sunday-
Thursday from 2 ð 10 p.m. Tutoring in 
Spanish is available as well.  For more 
information contact the DeSoto Parish 
Library at 872-6100.
